Sermon: Acts 9:1-25
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Saul’s Conversion or

What Paul and Ananias Have to Teach Us About Transformation

Gil and | are retired entrepreneurial arborists; that means our backgrounds are in
science with a healthy dose in the the art of life and tree trimming; and we have 2
sons, our younger son, Dustin, a pilot with the Forest Service, who lives here in
Missoula, with his wife, a nurse and midwife, and our two grandchildren. Our older son,
Garret, who is an artist and physicist, lives in Pittsburgh, PA. and works as a facilities
manager for the Girl Scouts of America managing their camps in Western PA. | should
also mention that our other daughter in love is a Presbyterian pastor, who also teaches
at the Pittsburgh Theological Seminary. Garret has walked through many sermons with
her. To keep in touch with Garret, we often find ourselves chatting over the phone while
he is traveling from one camp to another or working in his studio.

In December we had a conversation that went something like this:

me: Guess what | am going to do?

Garret: Do tell.

me: | have volunteered to preach at church!

Garret: You SILLY silly girl, why would you ever agree to do that?

me: Well after all those hours in seminary | thought maybe | should have the
experience of preaching at least once in my life.

Garret: That’s fair.

me: | wish | had a photo of your dad’s face when | told him, it was one of abject terror!!
Garret: | can imagine, speaking in front of people is like Dad’s worst nightmare!

Both of us laughed at that point, but here | am, laughing no longer, to prove to myself
that | could do this if ever given the chance.

So with great thanks to Dan, for his generosity, and to you for your forbearance, | am
going to proceed, with the clear understanding that | can’t do this alone, so...Can we

pray?...

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We will be reading from Acts 9, primarily from the New Living Translation but | will be

adding annotations ...

Acts: 9 :1

NLT- Meanwhile, Saul was uttering threats with every breath

and was eager to Kill the Lord’s followers. So he went to the high priest.
(one version | read used the term “murderous threats”)

Eugene Peterson’s The Message renders this sentence: “All this time
Saul was breathing down the necks of the Master’s disciples, out for the
kill”

2 He (Saul) requested letters addressed to the synagogues in Damascus,
asking for their cooperation in the arrest of any followers of the Way he
found there. He wanted to bring them —both men and women—back to
Jerusalem in chains.

As we go to the next verse we realize that the high priest was obviously just
as hell bent on destroying and killing the followers of Jesus because he



gave Saul all he wanted...we realize that Saul and his associates were
entirely convinced that their opinions about the followers of The Way were
accurate.

3 As he (Saul) was approaching Damascus on this mission, a light from
heaven suddenly shone down around him.

This is where we get the term “blinding light”, | think we can assume it was
indeed an otherworldly light. Because...

4 Saul fell to the ground and heard a voice saying to him,

“Saul! Saul! Why are you persecuting me?”

5 “Who are you, lord?” asked Saul.

And the voice replied, “I am Jesus, the one you are persecuting! 6 Now

get up and go into the city, and you will be told what you must do.”Lesley Bruce Smith Page of 3 8
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Lest we question the veracity of this account we are given the report of
some witnesses. Most assuredly these were the tough guys who worked
for the Pharisees to help Saul do his (dare | say) “dirty work”. Remember, it
was Saul who stood over Stephen, the first Christian martyr, watching,
while poor Stephen was stoned to death. Not objecting in the least to the
murder he was observing.

7 The men with Saul stood speechless, for they heard the sound of
someone’s voice, but saw no one! 8 Saul picked himself up off the ground,
but when he opened his eyes he was blind. So his companions led him by
the hand to Damascus. 9...and He remained there blind for three days and
did not eat or drink.

| suspect , at this point, Saul’'s companions were harboring a good deal of
fear. Was that voice really Jesus of Nazareth? Was it Jesus that blinded
Saul and would they be next? Surely they knew who Jesus was, they
would have heard about or even possibly been witness to his miracles, his
trial and his crucifixion. There was plenty to think about...plenty to be
frightened of...for Saul’s companions and for Saul.

Now we get the other side of the story, the side we often gloss over
because we have focused so intently on our protagonist, Saul.

10 Now there was a believer in Damascus named Ananias. (Just for clarity
know that this Ananias was not the same one married to Saphira who was
struck dead earlier in Acts. The name Ananias (Hebrew: Hananiah, means
“Yahweh is gracious”) and was very common in the first century, so many
individuals share it.

The Lord spoke to him in a vision, calling, “Ananias!”

...without a moments hesitation he replied

“Yes, Lord!”

11 The Lord said, “Go over to Straight Street, to the house of Judas. When
you get there, ask for a man from Tarsus named Saul. He is praying to me
rlght now. (l bet Saul was praying!)LeSIey Bruce Smith Page of 4 8 Paul’sConversionActs9©  February 2026
12 | have shown him a vision of a man named Ananias coming in and
laying hands on him so he can see again.

...pause



13 “But Lord,” exclaimed Ananias, “I’'ve heard many people talk about the
terrible things this man has done to the believers in Jerusalem! 14 And he
is authorized by the leading priests to arrest everyone who calls upon your
name.”

Again Eugene Peterson’s the Message renders the above verses this
way...

Ananias protested, Master, you can’t be serious. Everybody’s talking about
this man and the terrible things he’s been doing, and his reign of terror
against your people in Jerusalem! And NOW he’s shown up here with
papers from the Chief Priest that give him license to do the same here in
Damascus.

Ananias was afraid...l think | would have been really afraid too...

15 But the Lord said, “Don’t argue (Ananias) just Go, for Saul is my chosen
instrument to take my message to the Gentiles and to kings, as well as to
the people of Israel. 16 And | will show him how much he must suffer for
my name’s sake.”

Jesus acknowledges Ananias but shares with him privileged information
about Saul to help Ananias know He’s got his back. To reassure him not to
worry. So bolstered by Jesus’ confidence in him we continue with verse 17
17 So Ananias went and found Saul. (i.e. he was obedient without further
argument) He laid his hands on Saul and said, “Brother Saul, the Lord
Jesus, who appeared to you on the road, has sent me so that you might
regain your sight and be filled with the Holy Spirit.” 18 Instantly something
like scales fell from Saul’s eyes, and he regained his sight. Then he got up
and was baptized. 19 Afterward he ate some food and regained his
strength. (showing us that Ananias had already accepted Saul as part of

| LOVE THIS STORY, | love story... because...it is not just a story about Saul, our
protagonist but about Ananias, the often forgotten one in this plot line.

Story has POWER, and the way we tell our stories about how we came to know Jesus
can and does invite others into the same relationship.

| LOVE TO ask people “tell me the story of how you got to know Jesus, what drew you
to Him?” The best thing about that question is, it tells us about Jesus’ story, the
more stories we hear, the more we learn about Jesus, and who He is, and how he
works in the world. That is because what God tells us in the first book and first chapter
of the Bible is we are all, each of us, made in the image of God, and our stories reflect
Jesus’ story.

| could spend the rest of our time this morning sharing some of those amazing stories.
The thing that captivates me the most about them is their transformative nature. No
one ever meets Jesus and goes unchanged by the experience. And like snowflakes no
two stories are the same. No two lives are the same. We each have a unique role to
play in the kingdom, just like Paul and Ananias.

When we read scripture we are reading both history OR HIStory and the stories of
many others who have come to know him. When we learn of the stories of other
disciples of The Way we learn about Jesus and his infinite ways of reaching his
children. There is never just one way to meet Him, there is never just one way to get to
know Him.

As | read this very familiar story over and over, | was at once struck by the power of
Ananias’ role in it and the fact that | have found myself more than once in my life, like



Saul, with his murderous heart. Lord have mercy!

i.e. - | have met the enemy and the enemy is me.

As | review the response of Ananias to Jesus’ call, versus Saul’s response | can’t help
but think Ananias has as much or far more to teach me here than our protagonist

Ananias recognized Jesus voice immediately and responded in the moment with a
desire to serve. Mind you, not without a bit of argument out of fear for all that Saul had
done and fear for his own life. But his questioning is not rebellion. He surrenders to
Christ’s directive and does exactly as he is asked without further doubt that Jesus has
him. That Jesus would provide for him and protect him. Ananias’ exchange with his
Lord was one of a true friend. The beauty of this story to me is the raw truth of Saul’s
rebellious spirit and his lack of curiosity about the true person of who Jesus was...Saul
illustrated that he had no knowledge of Jesus’ voice where Ananias knew the voice of
his Lord Jesus instantly. The only way that could happen is that Ananias had heard that
voice many many times before, where Saul had not.

Remember that Saul was among the elite rulers, a Pharisee of Pharisees. He and his
colleagues seem to have lost all curiosity, whether they had any to begin with, about
whether or not Jesus could have been who He said he was! They were so caught up in
the culture of their day and were fearful of losing their power and position. When we
lose our curiosity, our open spirit (our open hands)...we draw near to Saul’s rebellion
and inability to hear Jesus’ voice. The Pharisees were so caught up in what they
believed was right that they couldn’t see what was right in front of them...the true
Messiah of Israel. Saul’s physical blindness, | think, was a way of showing him and us
his spiritual blindness. Saul’s world was about to be turned upside down, to be
transformed. Saul renamed Paul was about to learn how to listen for and hear the voice
of God. That is the job of every believer, to know and obey the voice of God in our
lives.

| just finished reading a book titled the Thunder Dog, by Michael Hingson. It is the story
of a man who was completely blinded by the oxygen levels in his incubator as a
premature baby. He grew up to survive the attack on the World Trade Center on 9-11.
He and his guide dog, Roselle, along with hundreds of others found their way down the
stair well of tower #1 from the 78th floor before it collapsed. Michael outlines the story
of their journey of learning to work together as a handler and guide and then having
that bond and relationship save both of their lives while also helping many others.
Michael had been paired with a guide dog since he was only 16 y.o. He talks often
about that unique bond between him and his dogs explaining how he had to learn how
to trust his dogs and they had to learn to trust him. They knew each others’ voices and
body language through thousands of practiced experiences together. Michael goes on
to share, it was in large measure, how experiences of living with and working with his
dogs is how he learned to trust and recognize Jesus’s voice when he heard it.
Ananias, like Michael, knew Jesus’ voice because he was deeply practiced in listening
for it. He had intentionally carved neural pathways in his brain that were familiar with
talking to and listening to God. Have you ever wondered why Jesus called Ananias to
this task? | postulate it was because Jesus knew Ananias would know His voice. They

| was thrilled to read on day 10 of the Lenten journal compiled by Dan and Tracey’s
sister in law an entry written by someone | know, Adele Calhoun; | would encourage
you to read it or re-read it in its entirety.

She is reminds us that the way God calls us into deeper relationship is to remember all
He has done for us. Adele writes that the Exodus song that the Israelites sang was full
of remembering. God is always trying to help us deepen our neural pathways with our
relationship with Him! She goes on to say it’s not just God’s people who sing to him.
God sings over His people, and He sings over us as well. She calls it the



duet of delight.

Adele wisely continues...”Remembering God’s story in your life is the antidote to dark
memories that can metastasize like cancer. God'’s story is a bigger sweeter story than
any story ever told. And we are part of it Remember...Recount God’s presence with
you. Let your life be shaped, not by darkness, but by the great deLIGHT.”

Adele goes on to say, quite rightly | think, “remembering God’s goodness to us
personally is not quite enough. We are called to kingdom living through practices of
repentance, fairness, integrity, generosity, and contentment. And in this way we are
preparing the way for Jesus’s future coming in glory, even as we find ways to open to
the reality of the kingdom among us now. While we wait for the fullest expression of
Christ’s kingdom later, we can be those who ease Christ’s coming into our world NOW
through concrete action in our personal lives, our neighborhoods and our
communities.”

The point of all of this is for us to remember that we all meet Christ in different ways
and we need each other to fully be Christ’s body in the world.

Paul writes through his rather miraculously transformed mind or way of thinking in
Romans 12:2 —Don’t copy the behavior and customs of this world, but let God
transform you into a new person by changing the way you think, then you will
learn to know God'’s will for you, which is good and pleasing and perfect.

Paul told us before anyone knew about brain science that we can be transformed. We
can utilize our brain’s infinite capacity to change, or brain plasticity, by practicing our
listening skills, by sitting, by living and co-creating in God’s presence. We can know
and tell our story, that great duet of delight as it were, and know we are telling His story
too.
